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Dear Friends and Neighbors: 
 
This year’s thirty-day session was historic.  Here are some highlights of the accomplishments for 
our state and Senate District 25. 
 
We started with an expedited agenda.  Four significant bills passed in the first two weeks:  a 1.5 
billion dollar road construction bonding package, two medical compacts and a bill to prohibit 
public entities in the state from contracting with ICE for immigrant detention.  
 
The 11.1 billion dollar budget is fiscally responsible and strategically targeted.  We limited the 
increase in recurring spending to 3%, kept reserves at 26% and again directed the annual spin-off 
from one-time money in permanent funds toward priority projects. 
 
Governor Lujan Grisham’s first-in-the nation universal childcare program has the sustainable 
funding it needs with appropriate guardrails to weather future economic downturns.   
 
Health care was the focus and creating a welcoming environment for health care professionals the 
priority.  Money is in the budget to double the size of the UNM medical school.  Doctors will 
receive a $10,000 tax credit and health care professionals can have loans repaid at levels that are 
the highest in the nation.  We will join the interstate physician and social work licensure 
compacts.  We expanded the Health Care Affordability fund which helps mitigate the misguided 
health insurance cuts coming from Washington.  And, we enacted medical malpractice reforms. 
 
A joint resolution passed giving voters the chance this November to pay legislators.  I fully 
support this constitutional amendment to be sure the Legislature reflects the voices of young 
people, working families and the diverse cultures that make our state so special.

 For operating costs of KSFR Radio at S.F. Community College    $150,000 
  Total        $600,000 
 
This was my tenth session as the Senate Majority Floor Leader.  It is an honor to lead the Senate 
Democrats and to work collaboratively with Governor Michelle Lujan Grisham and House 
Speaker Javier Martinez on a truly consequential legislative session.
